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Memorandum of Understanding between the City of Wuhan Hubei Province PRC and the ACCCI City of Newcastle and Hunter Region Chapter in New South Wales Australia on the Establishment of a Joint Committee to investigate and act upon the mutual benefits of a Sister City Economic Relationship between Wuhan and Newcastle
In order to promote positive people-to-people ties and promote bilateral exchanges and cooperation in various fields, including: trade, investment, commerce, science & technology, logistics, tourism, education, sports and culture, both sides have agreed, through friendly discussion, to strengthen the cooperative relationship already existing and developed further over recent years by establishing a Joint Committee and have agreed to a Memorandum of Understanding, which is as follows:
Both Sides will endeavour to:

1 Invite 10 prominent persons from  government, academia and municipal and regional business in each city to form a reciprocal Joint Newcastle Wuhan Committee for the purpose of investigating and acting upon the mutual benefits of a future Sister City Economic and Cultural Relationship

2 Encourage senior city leaders and department chiefs of both cities to develop regular contact for discussions and exchanges on issues of management and environment cooperation and common concern;
3 Promote business exchanges and cooperation in terms of trade, investment, science & technology, tourism, culture, sports and logistics, with the goal of boosting the Economies of the two cities;
4 Develop non-government organisational linkages such as through educational bodies and research institutes for friendly and regular    communications and exchanges to enhance people-to-people understanding and respect;
5 Publish an Annual Report on Newcastle Wuhan contacts and achievements with the view to assisting the momentum towards establishing a formal Sister City Relationship between the two cities over time and on the basis of full knowledge and mutual benefit.

This Memorandum, signed on 11th July 2007 in City of Newcastle, State of New South Wales, Australia is done in duplicate in the English and Chinese languages, both texts being equally authentic. This Memorandum shall go into effect on the date of signature.
