The Chamber Board elects an Executive Committee which is advised by the Life Governors (LG) and the Advisory Council (AC), directs the work of the Trade Policy Committee (TPC), Commercial Committee (CC), Public Affairs Committee (PAC) and Cultural Committee (CC) and controls the ACCCI Pty Ltd that is responsible for the ACCCI Website (WS) and the ACCCI Secretariat (S), the latter in turn coordinates the work of the National Liaison and China Liaison Committees, and manages the Membership Services and Funding and Enterprises Committees.

In turn the Trade Policy Committee manages the work of the annual Urban Services, Rural Industries, Infrastructures and Commercial Culture Forums. The Commercial Committee manages the work of the ACCCI Special Projects concerning their respective programmes for Inward Investment, Innovation and Technology Commercialisation, Education and Business Training, and Tourism Sites and Services. The Public Affairs Committee is responsible for reports in the areas of Human Rights, Rule of Law, Corporate Governance and Media. Finally the Cultural Committee concentrates on information dissemination concerning the history, philosophy, arts and business practices of the Chinese people whether national, regional, provincial, municipal or district. 

This structure is directed to the implementation of the Chamber’s principal policy which has been developed over 20 years namely the ACCCI Key City Strategy (outlined on the Chamber Website) that acknowledges approximately 665 official cities in China, lists about 400 across all provinces, indicates interest in some 200 and outlines economic programmes for up to 50 where ACCCI has signed cooperative agreements with Provincial and Municipal Party, Government and/or Trade Officials. The programmes seek to Chinese government and private business interests with private and public companies in the various key economic regions of Australia and New Zealand.
